Soldier:  Bassingbourn is just outside Cambridge, we’re approximately 4 or 5 miles north of Royston which is in Hertfordshire.  Facilities-wise, we’re very fortunate.  We’ve got 2 fishing lakes, a ski slope and of course we’ve got the large facilities in the gymnasium.

Soldier:  It’s very important that we get them developed, ready to move onto Phase 2, to accept the challenges that they’ll have there.

Recruit:  The best thing about it is, about a year down the line you’re going to be earning the right money, doing what you want to do.  Fitness, PT – I like that a lot.  The lessons, lectures they have like CBRN, the different training that you do – rifle lessons, shooting, live firing, exercises.

Soldier:  We also do activities of a weekend, which is extremely good for recruits.  They get to go out, do extra skills.

Recruit:  We have plenty of chances to do sport, plenty of choices of sport.  It’s all paid for for us, so that’s alright as well!

Soldier:  There’s an extremely good Welfare system in place such as the WRVS, the Padre and also they can go and speak to people down the HIVE.
Recruit:  They’ve just had a new NAAFI built for the recruits to go and relax in their spare time.  Everyone in the Troop you get to know very, very well because you’re living with them 24/7, so you get some really good friends here and you know you’re going to have them for life.
Recruit:  The instructors are really good, helping you all the time.  If you’ve got any problems, they’re there to help you out.

Recruit:  Loads, loads of different things that you can do here; I’ve enjoyed every minute of it.
