THE RIFLES
Commentator:  The RIFLES alone enlist 750 Recruits a year.  The term “Rifleman” is used in the RIFLES to describe every solder from the newest Recruit to the most senior General.  The individual qualities of every Rifleman is what really makes them different.  From the start of their training, commanders in the RIFLES are taught to develop the best in each Rifleman.  Individual Riflemen combine to form exceptionally strong teams and are released onto the battlefield, trained to use their own initiative and the confidence to succeed.  So it may be YOUR skills that determine the outcome of a battle in the future.
The first Riflemen were created at the beginning of the 19th Century when the British Army needed to produce independent, mobile and touch sharp-shooters, capable of attacking on their own initiative.

Living up to their motto “Swift and Bold”, the RIFLES march at 140 paces a minute, compared with the 120 paces of the rest of the Army.  The RIFLES create a relaxed, good-humoured working environment where Riflemen are entrusted to think for themselves and where the command “Attention” is never used – because it is assumed.

The RIFLES ethos is to do everything that is necessary and nothing that is not.
