� RAOL Post Reference Number – all applications must refer to a post advertised on the RAOL.  If there is no RAOL Post Reference Number then a covering note should accompany the application giving details and points of contact in order that the selection authority can be contacted.


� It is mandatory that applications from TA pers are counter-signed by their parent TA Unit CO.  CO’s are to provide the selection authority with an up to date indication of the applicant’s suitability for the post.  The provision of these comments may be delegated to alternative unit staff with the agreement of the TA CO.  Use additional sheet if required.


� All personnel (except those personnel currently serving on FTRS undertaking serial FTRS tours) who have been selected for an FTRS appointment are required to attend RTMC for an FTRS Preparation Day (for medical/dental assessment and a terms and conditions of service brief) prior to a FTRS Commitment being offered.  RTMC will not accept personnel unless an individual has been confirmed by the APC as selected for appointment.  Details of how to load onto the RTMC FTRS Preparation Day are provided in the letter informing applicants of provisional selection for an FTRS appointment.  Additional requirements are outlined in the Appendices to Annex A.


� The full terms and conditions of service are contained within the FTRS DIN which is available from the FTRS website (details at para 12 below).  The RTMC FTRS Preparation day includes an opportunity for applicants to ask specific individual questions.


� For example, where personnel are overage, not medically fit etc, the manning authority agree it may be possible to offer FTRS (HC) to an applicant who is not eligible to serve on FTRS (FC).  The requirements of the Service will dictate and certain posts will therefore require that the applicant is fully eligible for the commitment type described in the RAOL.


� It is important that where personnel are required to short-tour from their current assignment, their employing officer is aware and supports a short-tour.  If in doubt take advice from FTRS Section.
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
